• Via Bayfield Street/Hwy 26 

• Highway 400 north to Barrie 

• Exit 98 (Bayfield Street) 

• Left onto Bayfield St. 

• Continue 6 km on Bayfield St. to Snow Valley Rd. 

• Left onto Snow Valley Rd. 

 

From Orillia 

• Highway 11 south to Highway 400 south 

• Exit 98 (Bayfield Street) 

• Right on Bayfield Street, continue 6 km to Snow Valley Road 

• Left on Snow Valley Road, continue 6 km to Snow Valley 
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From Alliston 

• County Road 10 to Angus 

• East on County Road 90 to George Johnson Road 

• Left on George Johnson Road, north for 6 km 

• Right on Snow Valley Road at Traffic Lights 

• 1.5 km to Snow Valley 

 

From Collingwood/Stayner 

• Highway 26 East to Minesing 

• Right on to George Johnson Road 

• Follow George Johnson Road to the Traffic Lights 

• Left on to Snow Valley Road
